He told them that he had overcome thetations of the Devil, and maintained the victdrgough trials
and suffering, that Satan could have no more pawer him, but would more directly bring his temjias and
power to bear upon them, and upon all who shouligveein his name. He told them that they couldroeme, as
he had overcome. Jesus endowed his disciplespoitler to do miracles, and he told them that althowigked
men should have power over their bodies, he wobe@ain times send his angels and deliver thbat;their lives
could not be taken from them until their missiomwd be accomplished. And when their testimonyusthdoe
finished, their lives might be required to seal tgtimonies which they had borne.

Then came one and told them, saygaiold
the men whom ye put in prison are standing in ¢meple, and teaching the people. Then went theitapith the
officers, and brought them without violence; foeyhfeared the people lest they should have beemdto And
when they had brought them, they set them befaeduncil; and the high priest asked them, Didwetstraitly
command you, that ye should not teach in this naanel? behold, ye have filled Jerusalem with youwrtidioe, and
intend to bring this man's blood upon us.

They were hypocrites, and loved the praise of mererthan they loved God. Their hearts were haiene
and the most mighty acts wrought by the apostlég enraged them.
